The New York State Scholarship Program makes it possible for three Knights of Columbus families in each Diocese to receive assistance for their children, grandchildren or legal wards to attend a New York State Catholic High School.

Scholarship Program

and/or Community

· This involves incoming 9th Grade Applicants

· This will amount to $500 per year and must be renewed each year for a mazimum 
of four years

Grant Program

· One award, based on financial need of the family

· This involves incoming 9th Grade Applicants

· This will amount to $500 per year and must be renewed each year for a maximum 
of four years

· Applicants identity is unknown to the committee.

These awards can make the difference between a student attending a Catholic High School 

or not. It has been proven by many students that there is no better education than a Catholic education. This is a very important program of the State Council, one that can make a 

difference in the education of our children.
The state asks each District Deputy and Grand Knight to bring this program to the attention 

of each brother knight under their jurisdiction this fraternal year.

All applications must be received by the State Office no later than April 15th of that 

Columbian year.
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
