Then she told me
the story.

In the morning, she and her bridesmaid (“who was my sister,”
she added) went to Mass. In the afternoon she proudly made her way down the main aisle of the Shrine Church of St. Anne
in Scranton, Pennsylvania, and married her husband. Then, it was “back home!” One of her neighbors had prepared
Thanksgiving dinner for them.
